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Jeremy Young is currently working as a Senior Producer for Al Jazeera English television where he has been since 2006.  He actively covers Latin America, the Pentagon and military affairs for the network.  His primary role is producing for the network’s current affairs program out of the Americas entitled Fault Lines.  

Most recently Jeremy spent the month of May traveling across the Middle East from Libya to Bahrain.  He is producing two half-hour programs looking at the US response to the Arab Spring.  His team visited the 5th Fleet and did an embark aboard the USS Ronald Reagan in the Arabian Gulf.  In January of 2010 he spent several weeks in Northern Iraq reporting on the Kurdish-Arab divide including the battle for the city of Kirkuk.  In 2009 he reported for 5 weeks in the Gaza Strip covering the region after the 22 day war with Israel. Following the attacks of September 11th, Jeremy traveled to Pakistan and Afghanistan to report and field produce for both MSNBC and NBC News. He also shot exclusive video of Ground Zero on September 14th, only 3 days after the attacks.
